GENERAL INFORMATION SHEET

TIME SCHEDULE:
School begins at 7:55 AM.  Please be punctual!
It is important how your child’s day begins.  Children should not arrive on the school grounds before 7:45 AM unless they come to eat breakfast. If your child arrives before 7:55, they are to report to the gym to wait for the morning bell.

Children are NOT permitted to stand in the halls or wait outside their classrooms.  School is dismissed at 3:00 PM.  Please be on time. 

ATTENDANCE:
Good attendance habits begin in Kindergarten.  However, if your child is ill and needs to remain at home, please send a note explaining the absence upon their return.  Children should be kept at home until they are free from fever for 24 hours!

LUNCH:
Plate lunches are $1.25, which includes milk.  Milk may be purchased for .40 cents.  Breakfast is .50 cents.  Please DO NOT send soda pop or extra money.  Kindergarteners are not allowed to buy ice cream or cookies.  Please allow your child to bring a sack lunch for the first week or two.  Practice opening juice boxes and snack boxes and all other containers.  This will be a great help!

MONEY:
Please send all money to school in an envelope or a coin purse with their first AND last name on it.

CLOTHING:  Please label EVERYTHING that might come off of their body sometime during the day.  Since we are now having “official” PE classes, athletic shoes are a must.  Sandals, flip-flops, boots and dress shoes are discouraged.  Rubber soles are the best.  Be sure to help your child learn to tie their shoes.  FWISD has now adopted a new school uniform policy.  Uniforms are now required.  Please refer to the following page that discusses the school uniform.  

POCKET FOLDERS:
Each child will have a pocket folder that will be sent home everyday.  The folder will contain their discipline chart, notes, other paperwork, and their class work.  Be sure that you sign their discipline chart and check the folder EACH day and return it to school the NEXT day.  This is the beginning stage in teaching your child responsibility for the rest of his or her school life.  

BIRTHDAYS:
If you would like to furnish refreshments for your child’s birthday, it is permissible if arranged ahead of time.  You may send cupcakes, cookies, brownies or anything that is precut.  NO LARGE CAKES, ICE CREAM, DRINKS OR FAVORS.  I will be happy to pass out invitations for “at home” parties if ALL of the children are invited OR all of the girls or all of the boys.  IF you can only invite a few children, PLEASE mail the invitations from home.  If you and your family don’t celebrate birthdays please feel free to speak with me.  

FIELD TRIPS:
We will be taking a few field trips throughout the school year, and money for a field trip must be paid before the day of the trip.  

COOKING AND/OR TASTING EXPERIENCES:
We will not cook or taste everyday.  However, if you would like to help alleviate the cost, I will collect $5.00 at the first of the year to provide for these experiences.  On occasion, I find that the children need a snack in the afternoon. If you are interested in contributing or donating, please let me know.  

I am looking forward to this year with your child and feel it will be a rewarding time for all.  If during the school year the need arises, please do not hesitate to contact me.
