2.  Parents can check in and talk with them about what is happening in the story.

3.  Summer is a great time for a parent read aloud on an above level book.

*Children and Adults benefit from the sharing of a story that is complex and challenging.  This is a good way to read 
Newberry winners, Harry Potter, all types of historical fiction, and adventures like 20,000 Leagues Under the Sea.
